St. Charles Medical Center in Bend, Oregon stands as the
largest hospital in Central Oregon and serves as a vital
healthcare resource for residents throughout the region.
Established with a mission to “care for all or care for none,"
the facility has evolved from humble beginnings to become
a comprehensive medical center offering a wide range of
services.

History and Development

The first St. Charles hospital was built in 1922 on “Hospital
Hill" in downtown Bend, named in honor of Bishop Charles
Joseph O'Reilly, the first bishop of the Roman Catholic
Diocese of Baker. The facility was initially operated by five
Sisters of St. Joseph. After relocating to a more modern
facility in 1951, the hospital underwent significant expansion,
with the current Bend hospital opening in 1975 after
becoming a community not-for-profit organization. While it
maintained an dffiliation with the Catholic Church until
February 2010, the compassionate care philosophy
established by the Sisters of St. Joseph continues to guide
the hospital's approach today.

Current Facilities and Services

Today, St. Charles Bend is a 292-bed acute care hospital and
the only Level Il Trauma Center east of the Cascades in
Oregon. The hospital provides emergency services 24 hours
a day and offers a comprehensive range of medical services
to residents throughout Central and Eastern Oregon.

As part of the larger St. Charles Health System, the Bend
campus works alongside hospital facilities in Redmond,
Madras, and Prineville, as well as numerous family care clinics
throughout the region. The health system includes specialized

centers for cancer care, heart and lung treatment, women's
health, and behavioral health services.

Services for Seniors

St. Charles Medical Center - Bend offers several specialized
services that benefit senior patients:

e Emergency and Trauma Care: As a Level Il Trauma Center,
the hospital provides critical emergency services for
seniors experiencing acute medical issues.

 Specialized Treatment Centers: Seniors have access to the
Heart & Lung Center in Bend, Cancer Centers in Bend and
Redmond, and Behavioral Health clinics throughout
Central Oregon.

* Comprehensive Care Network: Through St. Charles Medical
Group, seniors can access approximately 425 providers
covering primary care and more than 30 specialties across
48 locations.

e Community Benefit Programs: In 2022, St. Charles Bend
Campus provided more than $101,890,449 in community
benefit to the population it serves, including charity care,
unreimbursed costs of Medicaid and other public
programs, and community benefit activities.

The hospital's commitment to serving all members of the
community, regardless of ability to pay, reflects its ongoing
dedication to the founding mission established by the Sisters
of St. Joseph nearly a century ago. For seniors in Central and
Eastern Oregon, St. Charles Medical Center - Bend
represents an essential healthcare resource providing both
routine and specialized care.
